It is not that important that you find the same message as I in my paintings because everyone 

has his/her own view of things, emotions and ideas. And sometimes also the own sight 
changes because of life experience and changes in society. Therefore I have got the idea to 

interpret old paintings of mine but even old emotions and ideas new.  
 

To realize this concept I have started to combine sketches and paintings - which are 15 years 
old and sometimes even older ς with modern painting. I pulled old works in many pieces and 
created new works. It was sometimes not easy to destroy old sketches but in the end I was 

very happy with my new view and the recycling of my own works. Some of the paintings are 
painted completely new. The same idea as years ago but in another kind - to experience what 

is the result  and touches this interpretation more than the old one?  All my works - if mixed up 
or painted new - imply always something very personally of me.  

 
When I am creating a new work I work always rather quick because I nearly cannot stop until 

the result is shown. Sometimes this is becoming a little bit exhausting but when I am ready 
then I am very happy because I painted a new history and view into the world. Do not wonder 
if you watch paintings of mine in an completely other kind in a few years. That could be easily 

possible because I always match my art to my current life habit.  
 

But one thing will never change: namely that my works are always full of emotion and a part of me.
